Anchor Enrichment activities/assignments- 
A lot of you may find that at different times during the year you have finished the assigned work and have nothing left to do.  During this time you will be expected to create enrichment opportunities for yourself that will help you work on skills you need more practice with and/or do further study on areas you are interested in.  The marks you get for these assignments will be used to help me evaluate you on the learning standards for the course.  Below is a list of possible assignments or activities you could do as enrichment.  You will be expected to hand in a certain number of enrichment activities depending on the size and scale of the activities/assignments you create.  This will be decided later.  Since this is English First Peoples if you choose an indigenous topic then this could cover more potential learning outcomes but you do not have to.
Possible ideas-

· screenplay/script written by you - could be fictional, or non fictional

· creative writing pieces- your choice of short story, poetry, play, novel, journal-

· speech- based on contemporary issues or other topics

· power point , prezi, canva, google slides project-based on topic of your choice 

· research report/poster
· informational presentation to class- 
· informational brochure
·  create a Web page about a topic

· -design a field trip/activity for class based on our studies 
· -flashcards for studying (online using an app like cram or on paper)- based on what we are studying in class
· studying worksheets/games- crosswords, fill in the blank sheets, matching games, practice tests

· write a book review on an indigenous novel or story

· write a biography on an author (preferably indigenous)

· write a biography on a famous person (alive or dead)
