How to answer a question properly

Pretend the question you need to answer is “Why is it important to answer questions with reasons, examples and explanations?”

a. First of all, give your answer, and the reason, in a full sentence including the question.

For example:  It is important to answer questions with reasons, examples and explanations because it gives the reader a thorough understanding of your opinion.

b. Secondly give an example that supports your reason, in full sentences.

For example:  For instance, a reader might not understand the reason behind your opinion and if you give them an example, with an explanation of how it proves your point, it would help them see your viewpoint more clearly.

c. Thirdly, explain how your example proves your point in a full sentence.

For example:  Therefore if you provide them with reasons, examples and explanation of your answer, it will help make your answer more convincing and effective.
